NO. 8326  ORDER AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF UNLIMITED TAX SCHOOL BUILDING BONDS, SERIES 2022A; APPOINTING A PRESIDING OFFICER AND DELEGATING TO THE PRICING OFFICER THE AUTHORITY TO APPROVE THE SALE OF THE BONDS; ESTABLISHING CERTAIN PARAMETERS FOR THE APPROVAL OF SUCH MATTERS; LEVYING AN ANNUAL AD VALOREM TAX FOR THE PAYMENT OF THE BONDS; AND ENACTING OTHER PROVISIONS RELATING TO THE SUBJECT:  It was moved by Ms. Hatfield and seconded by Ms. Copp to approve the adoption of an order authorizing the issuance of unlimited tax school building bonds, series 2022A; establishing sale parameters; authorizing the execution of a purchase contract; approving an official statement; and enacting other provisions related to the subject.
